Berlin’s Bicentennial Parade Policies

> All floats and entries must incorporate the Bicentennial theme in some way either by
color/logo scheme, past or future perspective.

» All floats & other motorized vehicles must have proof of liability insurance & use
fireproof materials.

» Parade entries shall have an identifying banner.

» Parade line up will start @ 12:00 noon on Jones Road. Parking will be determined
closer to parade time. The contact person for your entry will receive a line-up
schedule and will inform participants of location.

» The Parade will turn left onto Pleasant Street, left onto Central Street (Rt. 62), right
onto Carter Street, left onto Woodward Avenue, right back onto Central Street, then
left onto Linden Street and left onto South Street, ending at South Commons.

» Safety is important! Nothing is to be thrown from parade entries. Such items can be

handed to parade watchers by parade participants.

No water guns or other water spraying allowed. Water for parade participants to drink

is required!

No alcoholic beverages, fireworks, unsafe animals or vehicles.

All parade units must give way to emergency vehicles.

Horses & other animals shall have a clean-up crew for staging area and parade route.

Float riders must not move around on the float while in motion.

Parade spacing and pace is important. Voluntary stopping cannot exceed one

minute. Please do not create gaps.

The Bicentennial Parade organizers have the authority to remove any person or entry

violating any of these Parade Policies.
