Scenery

Framed by wooded hills, the pastures and marshes along the Assabet River in
Berlin are valuable scenic resources. The farmed portions of the gves corridoe
in Berlin have been designated a “noteworthy” landscape according to the
Seenic Inventory of Massachusetts, pr:pu:d by the Department of
Environmental Management in 1982, The mventory divided landscapes into
three categories: distinctive, noteworthy and common. The Berdin landscape is
one of two “noteworthy” segments of the Asssber River — the otheris in
Concord, Below Bridge Road where the Assaber winds through rolling pastures
and abandoned fields, the dver is especially beautiful.

History

Several signifieant aechaeological sires have been found in Berlin, at Forty
Caves. around Gares Pond, and near the Assabet River,'

Crriginally o part of the towns of Lancaster and Bolton, Berlin was incorporated
in 1812. Since it was settled, Berdin has been primarily an agricultural
community, with some small industries in the 19 cenrury. The town developed
with several small centers. During the last several decades, the town’s residents
have sought jobs outside Betlin in Worcester, Matlborough, and other
employment centers.”

Berlin's population grew from 1,057 in 1940 to 2,097 in 1970, nearly doubling,
Growth slowed over the following two decades. Betlin's population was
approximately 2300 in 1990, and is about 2400 in 2002, In 2001, the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts pmﬁd&d buildout analyses to each
commuaity analyzing their Pnpuhtu:m projections and furure infrastrochure
needs. Under current zoning, it was estimated that the Town of Bedin would
be “built owt™ 1o capacity with a population of 6,085.

Residential and commercial development has occurred slowly in Berlin
compared with neighboring communites, This can parally be atmibuted 1o the
town's geologic conditions — thin, rocky soils and bedrock outcrops. These
conditons make it difficolt to install sewer systems [which Berlin does not
have), or o site septic systems.”
