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If you havenõt been to visit the library for a while, now might be a great time 

to come by.  Thanks to the Berlin votersõ support at the May 2008 Town    

Meeting, we received funding for the purchase of new carpet.  Since that time, 

the Board of Trustees, staff, and Friends of the Library have worked together to develop a more 

open, functional, and accessible floor plan which will best serve the needs of all our community 

members. 

During the ten day period in the month of May when the library was closed, we worked hard to    

accomplish this goal and transform our library.  The new carpet was installed and several book 

cases were moved and adjusted in order to ensure wheelchair accessibility throughout.  We also took 

advantage of this opportunity to reorganize many of our materials, creating separate areas in our 

library for audio visual materials, adult mystery, large print books, and more.  In addition, through 

the generosity of the Board of Trustees and Friends of the Library, a new circulation desk was    

purchased, then installed by Dennis Bartlett and the Highway Department.  

Our work, however, is not yet complete.  The Friends look forward to purchasing some comfortable 

seating as well as a computer table.  To go along with the newly renovated and lined parking area, 

weõll be sprucing up the library landscaping with plantings in donated loam from Balance Rock 

Farm.  The Trustee Board of Marsha Johnston, Bob McTague and Linda Plummer welcome new 

Berlin resident and trustee Denise Cross.  All of us at the library are thrilled with and proud of our 

ònewó facility.  Drop by and let us share it with you!
